Place the PSD purse-string device on
the cut end of the ileum, A 2-0 single suture.
double-head needle (EH7625H) is used in
the purse-string suture. Manipulate the me-
sentery at the stapling site; the length of the
mesentery to be manipulated depends on the
size of the stapler to be used.
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Insert the detachable anvil of the circular sta-
pler into the lumen of the ileum. For easy insertion,
apply K-Y gel on the anvil in advance. Also, use
three pairs of forceps or supporting lines to hold the
lumen from three directions to facilitate the inser-
tion of the anvil. Tightly ligate the purse-string onto
the anvil shaft and trim the excess tissue.
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Insert the stapler into the colon and
pierce the colon wall with the trocar. The
tissue damage will be less if the colon wall
is pierced at the colon ligament (the tenia

libera). Fully extend the trocar until the or-
ange tying area is visible.
