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Place the PSD purse-string device at both ends of transverse colon that are to be
anastomosed. Use the 2-0 single suture, double-head needle (EH7625H) to do the
purse-string suture and trim the excess tissue along the purse-string device with a
scalpel. Manipulate the mesentery of the colon at the anastomosis site: the length of
the mesentery to be manipulated depends on the size of the stapler to be used. When a
29 mm or a 33 mm stapler is used, 1.5 cm to 2.0 cm of mesentery should be manipulated.
An incision is then made at the colon, through which the stapler can be inserted. The
incision is made vertically but will be transversely closed, which will increase the inner
cavity of the lumen after the closure of the incision. In the example shown here, the
incision is made at the oral end of the transected colon. Actually, in practice there are
no specific requirements regarding which end the incision should be made. so for
insertion of the stapler, either the oral or anal end may be incised accordingly.
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Apply K-Y gel to the anvil and insert it into the anal end of the transected colon.
Ligate the purse-string tightly onto the anvil shaft above the tying notch. After that,
insert the circular stapler into the oral end of the transected colon through the incision
made for the stapler, fully extend the trocar and ligate the purse-string tightly at the
orange tying area. Trim any excess tissue from the two purse-string sutures and reat-
tach the anvil by sliding the anvil shaft over the trocar. Use a pair of forceps as shown
in the picture to facilitate the reattachment. Be careful not to clamp across or grip on
the locking spring, otherwise the anvil can not be reattached to the trocar.
