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Anastomosis: End-to-end enteroenterostomy
(partial inverted triangle method)
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As shown in the picture, use two support-
ing lines to hold the two transected lumens
from two directions. Bring them close to-
gether invertedly and use the linear stapler to
staple the first side of the triangle. Use a pair
of Allis forceps to hold the middle part, to en-
sure all tissue layers are stapled. After the gap
setting is appropriately adjusted, fire the sta-
pler and resect the excess tissue along the an-

vil jaws. Be careful not to cut the two support-
ing lines as they will be used in the next step.
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
